Parnell’s Presentation regarding Meth 
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San Juan Rotary sponsored David Parnell to come to our 
area to speak to the local High School and to the 
Community about Meth and how it nearly took his life. 
David is an author, consultant, and advocate for drug 
endangered children.  He has literally spoken to tens of 
thousands of people in over thirty states and in three 
countries during the past five years about the dangers of 
methamphetamine.  

David spent twenty-three years abusing drugs, seven years 
of which he was addicted to methamphetamine. 
Methamphetamine is highly addictive stimulant, which 
severely affects the brain. Under its influence, he even 
attempted suicide by shooting himself. He shot himself 
under the chin with an SKS assault rifle, blowing his face 
apart. Though he survived, he sustained severe injuries. To 
this day he still occasionally undergoes reconstructive 
surgery.  

As of June 23, 2010, he has 7 years and 4 months clean and 
sober. Now, he focuses on drug prevention by educating and 
warning people about the dangers of addictive substances, 
particularly methamphetamine, in part by using his own life 
as an example.  He has received an overwhelming positive 
response for his efforts. 

David presents his lectures in schools, churches, community 
group gatherings, jails, and rehabs. His personal story acts 
as both caution and inspiration to others. It cautions others 
to stay away from addictive substances and inspires people 
to get free from the spell of such substances. It also makes 
people realize how drug use affects everyone and leads them 
to get involved in the fight against drugs like 
methamphetamine.

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What makes a healthy dating relationship? 
What are the warning signs of emotional or 
sexual violence? Where can a person involved 
in an abusive relationship get help? 
 
Close to 200 young people and their parents 
gathered last Thursday evening at the 
Sycamore Center for the “Teen Dating 
Violence” Town hall meeting. This is the 
“first annual” teen dating community 
presentation and discussion about healthy 
relationships, teen dating violence, red flags 
for abuse and what exactly makes a healthy 
dating relationship. 

The meeting was held in conjunction with Teen Dating Violence Awareness and Prevention 
month, and successfully sparked a community discussion about healthy teen relationships 
and preventing abuse. 

Thursday night’s meeting included 
information from school resource officers, 
school counselors and therapists (see right 
photo) 

As part of community collaboration, Family 
Crisis Center, Sexual Assault Services of 
Northwest New Mexico, and Desert View 
Family Counseling have had a contract with 
Farmington Municipal schools to bring the 
evidence based curriculum “Safe Dates” into 
the classroom.   
 
According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, every year, 1 in 4 adolescents 
experience verbal, physical, emotional, or sexual abuse from a dating partner. It is 
imperative to stop dating violence before it 
ever starts.  
 
This evidence-based program helps teens 
recognize the difference between caring, 
supportive relationships and controlling, 
manipulative, or abusive relationships. It is 
during the critical pre-teen and teen years that 
young people begin to learn the skills needed 
to create and foster positive relationships.
